Thus,
tailpipe smoke is
much more
concentrated
when it first

WHICH ISWORSE? | ton of pollution from a power plant in China OR | ton of pollution
coming out of tailpipes from cars driving around Causeway Bay.

ANSWER: It depends where you are. If you are walking on the sidewalk in Causeway Bay, the
CONCENTRATED vehicle emissions are much more dangerous.



Let’s have a look at the 3 most
harmful chemicals that make
up Hong Kong’s air pollution.

NO, is a reddish-brown gas that you can often
see in car exhaust fumes. In Hong Kong, the
main source of NO, is vehicles.

SO, is an invisible but sharp-smelling gas. It is
produced when fossil fuels (such as coal) are
burned.The main source of SO, in Hong Kong
is power plants

Particulate Matter (“PM”) are tiny particles of
liquid and solid matter that can penetrate into
the lungs, heart and brain and interfere with
your ability to absorb oxygen into your
bloodstream.

WHERE does our air
pollution come from?
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The most dangerous pollution comes from VEHICLES
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The engines of cars, buses and trucks produce EMISSIONS which contain Nitrogen Dioxide
and Particulate Matter.VEHICLE EXHAUST IS DANGEROUS AND VERY BAD FORYOUR
